 Come, Lift a Song of Joy” 

By Sonja Poorman (b. 1956) 

 

Refrain:  Come, lift a song of joy to the Lord of all, to the God of creation. 

With every heart and voice, come, praise him;  

come, praise Christ the Lord. (Refrain repeats) 

 

We kneel before the Lord; he is to be adored. 

How great are his works, how profound his thoughts; 

We praise him evermore. (Refrain repeats) 

 

Let the sea resound with a swelling hymn, 

And the world ring forth a chime so strong. 

Let the rivers flow in a dance of joy, 

And the mountains rise in song, in song. 

 

(Refrain repeats twice – with descant as follows) 

Sing a song to the Lord of all, our God. 

Sing a song, praise him; come, praise Christ the Lord.

About the Anthem:  This anthem was composed in the early 1990s by living Amer-
ican composer Sonja Poorman Roebuck.  Studying Sonja’s lyrics gives us a picture 
of traditional worship rooted in hymnody set to new, interesting melodies.  Her ac-
companiments are very elaborate, almost programmatic.  The piano line illustrates 
the lyrics which describe the tide swelling the sea, creation ringing like a bell, and 
rivers dancing over waterfalls. 

 CALL TO CONFESSION 

God’s love has been poured into our hearts through the gift of the Holy Spirit. The 

proof of God’s amazing love is this: While we were sinners Christ died for us. Be-

cause we have faith in him, we dare to approach God in confidence.
